The purpose of the school uniform policy is to promote a sense of community, 

reduce distractions, and ensure that students dress in a manner that is conducive 

to a positive learning environment.  

Policy Overview: 

All students are required to wear the school uniform during school hours, on 

school trips, and during any school-related activities unless otherwise specified 

by the school administration.

Special Requirements: 

Cultural Considerations: The school respects cultural and religious attire. 

Students may wear headscarves, turbans, or other cultural attire that aligns with 

the uniform colour scheme. 

Seasonal Adjustments: Students are allowed to wear additional layers during 

colder months, provided they adhere to the school colours (e.g., Maroon 

sweaters). 

General Guidelines: 

➢ Uniforms should be clean and well-maintained. 

➢ Clothing should fit appropriately, neither too tight nor too loose. 

➢ Accessories should be minimal and in line with the school colours. 

➢ Hair should be neat and tidy. Extreme hairstyles or hair colours are not 

permitted. 

➢ Jewellery should be limited to small, non-distracting items. No large 

earrings, necklaces, or bracelets. 



➢ Makeup should be natural and minimal. 
 

Enforcement: 

Teachers and staff will conduct regular uniform checks. 

Non-compliance with the uniform policy will result in the following steps: 

Verbal warning and reminder of the policy. 

Written warning to parents/guardians. 

Meeting with parents/guardians to discuss further actions. 

Exceptions: 

Non-uniform days will be announced by the school administration for special 

occasions events. 

Students with specific medical or other needs can discuss uniform adjustments 

with the school administration.
